	Plumbing
	Installation, replacement, or relocation of all water-distributing and drainage pipes or water heaters.  Installation of all new faucets, valves traps or other plumbing fixtures.
	State of ME Internal Plumbing Rules. UPC beginning 1/06
	Inspections & tests required before covering. Final inspection upon completion.
	Licensed plumber or homeowner if doing work them-selves in their own single-family residence.

	Electrical
	Any new wiring (replacement of fixtures does not require a permit, but must be done by an electrician except if done by a homeowner in their own single-family residence).
	National Electric Code
	Inspections required before covering. Final inspection upon completion.
	Licensed electrician

or homeowner if doing work themselves in their own single-family residence.

	Change of Use
	For the change of one type of use to another regardless of whether there are alterations to a structure.  Examples are: conversion of a single-family residence to a two-family or multi-family residence.  Residence to office or business use.  Retail store to a restaurant.  Changes of use requiring 10 spaces or more must go to the Planning Commission.
	Rockland City Ordinance (RCO)
	Inspect before occupation
	Property owner or representative.

	Signs
	For displaying, replacing, altering or enlarging an exterior sign.
	RCO
	Inspection prior to approval
	Property owner, business owner or representative.

	Driveway
	For the construction or alteration of any driveway entrance onto a City Street
	RCO
	Inspection prior to approval
	Property owner or representative.


Failure to obtain the proper permits may result in unnecessary expense and delays.  Many permits require inspections before work is covered.  Be sure to arrange for inspections at the appropriate time in order to avoid having to uncover any completed work.  Double permit fees are required for starting work without permits in some cases.
