The Commission called the meeting to order at 7:20pm.

MOTION:  Eileen Wilkinson nominated Valli Geiger for Chair of the Comprehensive Planning Commission.  Ann Morris seconded.  VOTE: 4-0-0

MOTION: Eileen Wilkinson nominated Ann Morris for Vice-Chair of the Comprehensive Planning Commission.  Audra Caler-Bell seconded.  VOTE: 4-0-0

The Commission continued on to discuss Commission membership.  The general consensus was to actively recruit to fill in the open seats on the Commission.  General discussion of how and who to recruit and meeting frequency followed.

The Commission moved on to discuss future new business and avenues they wish to pursue during the year.

1. Camden Street - The Commission generally discussed where to start and how to move forward with the Camden Street corridor.  The general consensus was to follow along the same vein as the Economic Development Advisory Committee (EDAC) and to schedule a joint meeting with EDAC to discuss Camden Street.  Audra Caler-Bell suggested the use of Form Based Zoning. Copies of REDAC’s Camden Street corridor reports, Design Principles Summary and the Corridor Design Study, were distributed to members.

2. Storm-water Runoff Standards – The Commission generally discussed where to start and how to move forward with the standards.  Ann Morris suggested having change of ownership letters be sent out to notify new owners of the City’s regulations.


3. Park Street Zoning – The Commission generally discussed where to start and how to move forward with the Park Street corridor.  Concerns included zoning setbacks and the look of the corridor.  The general consensus was to use the Camden Street corridor reports as a template for the discussion of the Park Street corridor as well.


The Commission moved on to discuss thoughts and suggestions for the coming year.  Valli Geiger proposed implementing a ½ hour “education” period for each meeting connected to current or upcoming business.  Dave Kalloch suggested the Commission bring new ideas to the Council and receive their input on the direction(s) the Commission will take.  Eileen Wilkinson suggested the Commission make a formal proposal to Council to pursue form based coding to reduce the number of City zones.


The Commission continued on to discuss how to approach updating the Comprehensive Plan.  The general consensus was to address the issue of the Comprehensive Plan being based on old assumptions and data.

The Commission moved on to discuss the meeting minutes from August 29, 2013.

MOTION: Ann Morris moved to “approve the minutes as written.”  Audra Caler-Bell seconded.  VOTE: 4-0-0

MOTION: Audra Caler-Bell moved to adjourn.  Eileen Wilkinson seconded.  VOTE: 4-0-0
