Meeting Minutes
February 20, 2014
Members:  Chair Valli Geiger, Ann Morris, Audra Caler-Bell, Tom Keedy, Eileen Wilkinson.  Mayor Larry Pritchett, ex-officio member also attended.

Valli Geiger called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.
The Commission began its review of Ordinance Amendment #4, Chapter 19, Section 19-303(9)(B) – Flag Lot Access Roads.  Valli Geiger gave a brief description of the process the Commission follows to review an ordinance.  Fire Chief Charlie Jordan briefly presented the history and purpose of the ordinance amendment and outlined what the fire department requires to respond to an incident at a flag lot.  General discussion of the wording, intent, and purpose of the amendment followed.

MOTION:  Audra Caler-Bell moved to “recommend to eliminate B.1; 2) under what is currently B.2 strike ‘where it serves just one single family home; and 3) and renumber accordingly.”’  Eileen Wilkinson seconded.  VOTE: 4-0-1 (Valli Geiger abstained)
Audra Caler-Bell gave a presentation on form based codes.  She says, ”In order to implement the Camden Street Neighbourhood Project we may need to rethink our approach to land use planning and how it addresses the public realm.  Form based code is an alternative to "traditional" zoning that could be used as an approach for redeveloping Camden Street.”  General discussion followed.

The Commission continued on to review Ordinance Amendment #3, Zoning Map Amendment – North Main Street.  Mayor Pritchett and John Root gave a brief description of the history and purpose of the amendment.  General discussion of the wording, intent, impact, and purpose of the amendment followed.

MOTION: Ann Morris moved to “accept the recommendations in Ordinance Amendment #3 with the following change: 1) change 6 Cottage St to TB-1.” Audra Caler-Bell seconded.  VOTE: 5-0-0
Valli Geiger will give a presentation of the Camden Street project to date at the next meeting.

The meeting minutes from January 16 will be reviewed at a later meeting.
MOTION:  Ann Morris moved to adjourn.  Tom Keedy seconded.  VOTE: 5-0-0
